Math Fact Practice
 On Monday-Thursday we practice our math facts, using the “Rowley Math” technique as well as studying in flashcard groups. 

I will now be sending home a Rowley math practice sheet via email  with the math facts we are studying each week. The first row is complete with answers so your child studies that row for about 30 seconds, then covers it up and writes as many answers as they can on the second row in 30 seconds. Then back to the top row to check answers for accuracy, and fill in any problems in the row that are left. Repeat the study for 30 seconds, write answers for 30 seconds, check and complete the row, for each row. Do 2 or 3 rows each day.

This is not mandatory, but is ONE WAY that students can practice and memorize the basic addition and subtraction facts. ANOTHER WAY is with flashcards.  Feel free to use either way if you see that your child is having difficulty learning the facts.

     We have already worked on addition facts from +0 to +5, subtraction facts -0 to -5, and are now going to be working on higher numbers, beginning this week with +6 facts. 
    The more your child practices, the better, but please do not worry if your child has difficulty with this. For some of the students, memorizing is difficult, but not impossible!  Try to spend 5 minutes or so working on facts whenever you can. Some practice better orally, others remember them when they write them- I am just trying to give you  a variety of methods to help them commit as many facts to memory as possible so that the district timed tests on addition and subtraction facts will not be so difficult. If you find a website with fun games or strategies to practice the facts feel free to use that as well!

 Thanks for any help at home you can give with this to enhance the practice we already do at school.
